
How to add Google Translate Extension

● Step 1) Start by downloading Google Chrome: https://www.google.com/chrome/

○
● Step 2) Once downloaded, open the google chrome extension link: (image is what the page

should look like) https://chromewebstore.google.com/detail/aapbdbdomjkkjkaonfhkkikfgjllcleb

○
● Step 3) Click add to Chrome

○
● Step 4) Click “add extension”

● Step 5) This confirmation should pop up on your screen

● Step 6) Go back to the page that you want to translate
● Step 7) Click the puzzle piece icon on your bar at the top of your chrome page called

“extensions”

● Step 8) Click on the three dots on the side of “google translate

○
● Step 9) click on “options”



○
● Step 10) add your native language/primary language by clicking on “English” and setting it to one

of the many options

○
● Step 11) Go back to the page that you want to translate
● Step 12) Click on the “google translate” icon

○
● Step 13) click “translate this page”
